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1. Toasting Slots

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HOW TO OPERATE
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   Note: The first time you use this toaster, it may smoke a little due to          
                      the factory residue burning off. We recommend running it 
                      through one or two cycles empty before actually toasting bread.

TO TOAST
1. Connect the plug to an outlet.
2. Put the slice(s) of bread into the toaster slot(s).
3. Set the browning dial to desired level.
4. Start the appliance by sliding the carriage lever down until a “click” is
    heard (the blue light around CANCEL will come on during use).
5. When done, the toast will pop up and the toaster will turn off.
6. Unplug the toaster.

	 CANCEL BUTTON
	 Press CANCEL at any time to interrupt toasting.

	 DEFROST BUTTON
	 Lower the carriage lever (the blue light around CANCEL will come on)
             and press DEFROST (the blue light around DEFROST will come on) to 
             defrost, then toast frozen bread or waffles, etc. (all in one step).

	 BAGEL BUTTON
	 Lower the carriage lever (the blue light around CANCEL will come on)
             and press BAGEL (the blue light around BAGEL will come on) to toast 
             one sided items such as bagels or English muffins. The bagel half in 
             the left slot will be toasted on the left side, and the bagel half in the 
             right slot will be toasted on the right side.

       Note: DEFROST can be used with BAGEL at the same time.



HOW TO OPERATE
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  Note: When done toasting, lift the carriage lever to give your toast a 
                    boost, or to retrieve small or stuck pieces of bread.

HELPFUL HINTS
• Do not spread butter or oil on the bread before toasting.
• The browning selection will need to vary depending on the type of bread, 
   the quality of the bread and the thickness of the slices; room temperature  
   bread may toast to a medium color on setting 3, but refrigerated bread 
   may require a higher setting to toast to the same color; the moisture 
   content will also affect toasting (the fresher the bread, the longer it will 
   take to toast).
• English muffins cut with a knife will toast more evenly than English 
   muffins split with a fork.
• If bread becomes jammed, the toaster will automatically shut off at the 
   end of the toasting cycle. Unplug the toaster and let cool. Use a wooden 
   utensil to carefully remove the bread.
• When toasting only one slice, the bread may be placed in any slot of the 
   toaster.

CLEANING & CARE
        
1. Turn off and unplug the toaster.
2. Always allow the toaster to cool completely before cleaning.
3. Slide out the crumb tray and discard crumbs. Wipe the tray clean 
    and replace. Never operate the toaster without the crumb tray in place.
4. To remove any pieces of bread remaining in the toaster, turn the toaster 
    upside down and gently shake. Never insert any hard or sharp instruments 
    into a slot, as this could damage the toaster and cause a safety hazard.
5. Wipe the exterior with a damp cloth and dry.
6. Do not immerse any electrical appliance, its cord or plug, into water, or 
    any other liquid.
